TITLE:   The resurrection of Jesus 

SCRIPTURE READING:  
Lk 24:13-35
1.  INTRODUCTION/BACKGROUND:
What different types of faith are there?
What makes the Christian faith different than other faiths? (Death and Resurrection of Jesus)
2.  WHAT HAPPENED?
· About 33 AD in Jerusalem> Romans were in control: Time of passover
· Long before that prophesied that the Messiah will come and  die: people did not understand that.

· He Himself prophesied that He’ll die and  stand up out of the death : The people did not understand that either

· Jewish religious leaders very envious of Jesus: people listened to Him

· Thursday they had Him captured and convicted by Roman and Jewush courts and sentenced to death.

· Crucified on Friday

· 3 O’clock Friday: died on the cross

· Nicodemus (Jewish leader) and Joseh of Armithea buried Him in a new grave. Clothed in linen grave clothes. Rolled a huge stone before the opening

· Jewish leaders asked the romans to place soldiers in front of the grave. Grave was sealed.
· Saturday was Sabbath: All religious Jews rest on that day.

· Early on Sunday Jesus arose from the dead and the stone rolled away. He left the grave clothes behind.

· Soldiers got such a fright that they ran away.

· Threewomen came to put spices on Jesus’ body. They found only the clothes.

· Mary Magdalene went outside and found a man standing there : She thought it was the gardener and asked where the body was. When He called her name she recognised that it was Jesus

· Women ran to the disciples and told them the story. They did not believe it but an to the grave. Peter went in first and saw the clothes and two angels who told Him that Jesus had risen.

· Evening 10 disciples were together in upper room and jesus appeared to them. They thought it was a ghost. He showed themHishands and feet.

· Thomas was not with them, and when they told him the story, he said he’ll only believe once he has seen the marks himself.

· A week later they were together again, and Thomas also and Jesus again appeared to them. He invited Thomas to touch His hands and His side.Thomas believed.

· So he  appeared to many others, for another 40 days

· Then one day he called them out of Jerusalem on to a mountain. Told them that He will be going to His Father,but that He’ll ome again. Then he moved up in the air and was gone.

· Two angels appeared  to them and told them that Jesus will come just as He  had gone.

Mt 28:18: Jesus drew near and said to them, "I have been given all authority in heaven and on earth.

Rom 1:4: as to his divine holiness, he was shown with great power to be the Son of God by being raised from death.
