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CONSPIRACY THEORIES OF THE WORLD: THEIR NATURE AND SIGNIFICANCE

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY.
The curious body of power-political literature known as conspiracy theories is very difficult to understand. It is a melting pot of ancient and modern ideas and philosophies, fired by unspecific threats experienced  by groups of people, and giving rise to idea-constructs that somehow explain their perceived threats.

A scan of conspiracy literature available on the Internet, as well as some published material, reveals some of the characteristics of this genre of literature and also yields some clues to the approach of understanding these theories.

Finally, an  analysis of the content of some of these theories identifies some of the alleged key players and key activities usually found in conspiracies. This yields  some valuable clues about the significance of these type of theories in the field of national security as well as gives direction for further study in the field to support the study of national security.

1. Introduction
The world literature of power politics contains a considerable subset of  curious documentation, so called conspiracy theories, in which  many alleged conspiracies are described. These range from the plausible to the absurd and  from local issues to conspiracies on a world-wide scale. Conspiracy theories are  by no means a new phenomenon - theories dating back many ages can be found, and books about these abound. The information revolution, and in particular the advent of the Internet, has opened up this field , and some of the material available makes interesting reading. This genre of literature is curious because it is a melting pot of all kinds of  thought,  sometimes having roots in ancient and occult  philosophies, and in other instances stretching out to include aspects like the  financial flows on today’s  information highways. The  strangeness of this  genre led someone to compare it to pornography : just as pornography is the underground literature of sex, so conspiracy theory is the underground literature of power. [1] Because of the nature of this genre, conspiracy theories are normally not taken seriously or even discussed in academic circles.

1.1 Background
Conspiracy theories probably originate  from people who are experiencing some kind of insecurity because of an unidentified threat. A theory is then formulated to serve as a model that offers them a plausible explanation of the threat. Such a theory usually  deals with the unknown, and the correctness of the theory can mostly not be determined. These theories are  idea-constructs that ascribe observations  and motives to the alleged  conspirators to produce  stories that seem to make sense. Much is made of circumstantial evidence.  These theories projections of the actions of unseen enemies, in much the same sense as intelligence models postulate the enemy force composition and possible action. These theories cannot  however  easily  be disproved by the reader, as they are normally plausible and stimulating enough to be wholly or partially accepted by the uncritical reader.

For the uninitiated,  the field is very confusing. Conspiracy theories, and Counter-theories abound. Thousands of ‘facts’ about suspicious people , alleged meetings and significant events are reported upon, and if the reader is not knowledgeable about the specific part of history, there is no way of assessing the truthfulness of the information. In a sense a conspiracy theory is unfair. It states  certain events and motives as “facts” and shifts the burden for proof/disproof to the  accused  conspirator or to the reader. [45] In addition to this the conspiracy theory fraternity is  subdivided into different camps, and failing to understand an author’s point of departure, the interpretation of his work becomes very difficult. Many anti-conspiracists, in  countering a conspiracy theory may use indirect ways, like the technique of ridicule. Although this is usually visible, it may sometimes be so sophisticated that it may fool or confuse the reader who do not understand the context.

This paper takes a bird’s eye view of the field, rather than focusing on any of these theories in particular. It gives examples of some of the conspiracy theories encountered during this study (mainly from the Internet [41]), derives from them some general characteristics that may be useful in the study of the field of Security studies and  identify some topics that may yield interesting further study.

1.2 The Problem
Conspiracy theories are expressions of people’s concerns about power-politics, and apart from reflecting the thinking of people about a situation, they also impact upon the thinking of those  exposed to them.

Many of these theories, claim to describe parties, politics, motives and philosophies  that form important driving forces of events  in the national and international arenas. Though the correctness of many of these theories can rightfully be questioned, they cannot all summarily be dismissed. They somehow describe something about human nature. Sometimes they address principles that may in reality have an impact on society, and  those are worthwhile considering. Lastly - some of them may even be true, correctly exposing the activities and intentions of some malefactor.  At the very least they should be  submitted to analysis to determine what principles may be of value in the understanding of the  current power-political environment. Some elements of these theories may even be of value in the projection of future scenarios.

Conspiracy theories can also  be powerful tools for disinformation purposes, and were most probably already used in this role in the past. They can be used to side-track a group of people from a burning issue, and focus their attention on something else, that may be just  plainly a theory, or even a staged set-up to support such a con-theory.

This study pertains to the question of how conspiracy theories should be evaluated and what value can be extracted  from it in the national security environment.

1.3 The Importance
The power of these theories must not be underestimated. They exert a powerful influence on the thinking and hence on the behaviour  of their adherents. Conspiracy theory shapes the thoughts, and thereby the actions of people. Conspiracy theory is a human philosophy which may become more of an ideology to its adherents, so powerful that on many occasions anyone seeing to disagree with the  theory may automatically  be viewed with suspicion, even to the  extent of being considered to be one of “them” (the conspirators).  Since there is mostly a common threat to the grouping adhering to such a theory, it grants them a basis and focus  for their own counter-ideology, as being the identification of their perceived enemy and  the expected enemy behaviour. Such a theory can be so influential  in certain parts of the community that every political event will be interpreted with reference to the theory. It is therefor necessary to be aware of the impact of such theories on the mind of a people. If such theories, that undermine national security do exist, it would be unwise to ignore them.

On the national security level it is important to take note of the elements of, and the dynamics underlying these theories, since they may identify  some of the macroscopic factors that may have an impact on the future. These may indeed  be useful for national security planning.


2.  Conspiracy Theory
2.1 The definition of Conspiracy Theory
When studying the definitions of the word “conspiracy” in literature, one finds the following elements embodied in the concept: secrecy, agreement between parties, intention to commit unlawful acts and the usage of unlawful or criminal means  to reach the goals of the conspiracy.

There is however no suitable definition for the concept “conspiracy theory” - possibly due to the diverse nature of the different theories. The existing descriptions of the concept give the idea that it is more of a state of mind of  some people, than it is a theory in the scientific sense of the word. See Appendix A.

A workable definition, generic enough for use in this study  can be:
Conspiracy Theory is a philosophical approach to the field of power politics that facilitates the development of  explanations to account for the observed or expected threatening behaviour, or  threatening effects of the actions of individuals or groups, apparently acting male fide.

2.2 The Origins and  Classification of Conspiracy Theory
Conspiracy Theory is a very old phenomenon. From literature (See Appendix B) it will be seen that the development of Conspiracy Theory has its roots in the conditions of the Babylonian Mystery religions, the times of the Roman Empire, the Crusades and also the times of the French Revolution. Many of the theories from these times had a distinct Anti-Semitic character.

Since the contents of Conspiracy Theories are extremely varied, a classification scheme is called for to be able to facilitate the study of this type of material. The following simple classification will suffice:
· Topical Conspiracies : Describing conspiracies relating to specific topics - like Health Issues
· National Conspiracies : Describing conspiracies relating to the dynamics of national politics
· International Conspiracies : Describing conspiracies relating to the dynamics of international politics and especially world domination.

2.3 The Understanding of  Conspiracy Theories
Conspiracy Theory literature is difficult to understand, since it usually deals with matters deemed to be secret. Correct interpretation of the content of  conspiracy material is often not possible after just  a straightforward reading of the material. For a proper understanding of a piece of conspiracy literature, it is of paramount importance to understand the author’s viewpoint, as well as the approach he uses to put forward his facts or arguments. It is  for instance  important to realise whether the conspiracy was meant to be kept secret, or whether it was designed to be  “discovered”. It is often possible to interpret a piece of literature in two or more, even directly opposing, ways depending on the  perceived viewpoint of the author.
To alleviate this problem, this paper suggest the use of the following model as an interpretation aid. For a more detailed description see Appendix C.

2.4  The Characteristics of Conspiracy Theory
People proposing conspiracy theories often have strong views about their subject, and the sympathisers  to these theories are as  devoted thereto.  It is not uncommon for people to be so strongly aligned to the theory that it  could  rather be considered an ideology, even to the point of fanaticism, and not merely a theory. No wonder that in describing one another’s work, viewpoints and even characters conspiracists and anti-conspiracists  use arguments  often loaded with strong emotional rhetoric. It is difficult to characterise conspiracy theories based on these  wars of words.  For a broader discussion of this observation, see Appendix D.

To be able to conveniently discuss conspiracy theories, some generic characteristics have to be identified for  comparative study. This study suggests that on the most fundamental level conspiracy theories have the following characteristics in common:
· There are always some victims of the conspiracy
· There are  always the conspirators
· There is a goal to the conspiracy
· The conspiracy has a basic plot.
This  classification may  be so simple as to be stating the obvious, but it is very useful for comparative study of different theories.

3.  Examples of Conspiracy Theories
A number of conspiracies that were  analysed for this study will briefly  be noted according to the  classifications described  above.

3.1  Topical Conspiracies:
Topical Conspiracies deal with one or another issue that will be to the disadvantage of a certain group of people. It may however not always be clear what the advantage of the conspiracy to the conspirators will be. Among the conspiracies mentioned in Table 2 below, the Aids Conspiracy is an interesting one (3.1.2). It proposes that the killer-disease AIDS was deliberately introduced into specific human population groups to effect population control, and that, although a remedy has already been found, this will be kept a secret, and successful developing remedies will be suppressed, till the population levels have been depressed low enough. This is alleged to flow  forth from the study of the Club of Rome, The Limits to Growth, that was tabled in the 1960s. One can imagine the powerful impact of this theory on the minds of people in the AIDS-ravaged countries of the world. A quick scan of this synoptic table will give the reader a good idea of this category of theories. See Appendix G for a somewhat broader description.

3.2 National Conspiracies:
National Conspiracy Theories  deal with the elements of national power. Often it is directed against “the government” or some of its instruments of power. The victims however are perceived to be the citizens of the state. In table 3 below a sample of such theories is displayed. Of interest to the South African reader may be  the theory in 3.2.10 , which touches upon the  political dynamics around the Jameson-invasion, the Boer war and the subsequent role of Jan Smuts in securing British dominion over South Africa. 3.3 International Conspiracies:
International Conspiracies deal with the dynamics of world power, and in most cases with the move to world government. The perceived victims of the theories are mostly the peoples of the world who will be enslaved by the new world-wide dictatorial government. See Appendix  F for more details about this perceived threat (As described in the theory mentioned in 3.3.2).  Among these theories there are however no consensus about who the alleged  conspirators are, and about every theory nominates someone else.

4. Discussion of Conspiracy Theory
Conspiracy Theories could be interpreted within the context of conflict and  strategy. According to Beaufre [32] strategy is the dialectic of opposing wills, and according to The International Encyclopaedia of the Social Sciences [38]  societies and organisations are the arenas for personal and group conflicts. Depending on the intended use of a specific  conspiracy theory, it can  either be  seen in a psychological warfare role, where people must be influenced by it for some event, or as a special case of indirect strategy. Beaufre has it that in indirect strategy the  enemy is not challenged directly in a trial of strength, but the balance between the forces are redressed by indirect means before the event of conflict. Conspiracy theory fits as a special case into this category. Seen in this light, conspiracy theory can definitely be an instrument in the conflict amongst contenders, to shape the psychological environment of the conflict in order to influence the final outcome/decision of the conflict.

Conspiracy theory feeds upon the insecurity and fear of people, which reflects their perceived  threats and vulnerabilities. While Buzan [31] relates insecurity and fear more to weak states than to strong states, strangely enough conspiracy theories show no such correlation, since they occur extensively among the people of strong states. The driving forces may therefore be more basic (on the level of the individual or on the micro-societal level)  than the  quest for sovereign statehood, but fundamental issues like one party gaining at another’s expense, or disagreement about goals [38 ].

Conspiracy Theories, and particularly the theories about world domination impact directly on one of the bases of the state, namely the idea of the state as described by Buzan [30]. As such it has an influence on one of the most  fundamental values of national security, namely the survival of the state. As long as national sovereignty and the nation-state concept is important, so long world government will be seen as a threat, although the weakening of the  nation-state concept and the increasing rate of globalization may do much to change the perceptions about this threat.

Since the concept of world domination by a world government is so fundamental to international conspiracy theories, something should be said about it. Literature [6] about the subject paints a picture of a group of people viewing themselves to be destined to rule the rest of the world, who are not (in their view) capable of  properly appreciating freedom. Therefore these people must be alienated  from their own kings and via the process of a liberal republic be brought under the control of a world dictator. He will come into power by economic and pseudo-democratic means, and will stay in absolute power by control over the economy, the labour situation, the media, the educational system , the religious environment and  with the ruthless use of force to ensure subjection. This will leave very little ‘lebensraum’ to the common people and even the most basic rights, like the  freedom of expression will be curtailed in favour of political stability. This is little more than outright slavery, and many of these elements were previously already realised in totalitarian states of previous eras.  No wonder that the liberal, Western mind is so much opposed to this concept. More detail about this can be found in Appendix F.

The global threat is perceived by the conspiracists on a micro-level, i.e. influencing them in their every day lives. They  experience it in everyday things like the collapse of local economies, repressive tax  structures, lack of free press, marginilization of some groups of people, crime etc. And they ‘recognise’ it as to be part of the ‘bigger picture’. Every unfavourable condition experienced is then argued to be part of the orchestrated global threat against them. (See paragraph 1.3) Appendix D gives more about these perceptions.

The progress in world development towards something that resembles world government does not necessitate any conspiracy as driver for it to happen. The formation of the League of Nations after WWI , for example, as well as the formation of the UN after WWII can perfectly reasonably be argued as to result from the frustrations of the  different nations on the globe because of the lack of  peacemaking instruments on the globe. In the same manner the  drive towards globalization today is not a matter of conspiracy, but rather of international economic and political necessity. 

In conspiracy theory the conspirators are mostly viewed  larger-than-life. They usually are seen to  have vast  resources and powers to execute their actions, as well as the capacity to manage them to fulfilment, and  can also command the support of  collaborators in different parts of the world. Rarely do their plans suffer setbacks. This can obviously not be true. Rather is the observation of Buzan [31] applicable when he remarks that the perception of the seriousness of  a threat is a function of the specificity of its identity, its nearness in space  and time, its probability of occurring, the weight of its consequences and whether the threat is amplified by historical circumstances. Threats that  for instance resonate with historical experience may well be amplified by the heightened sensitivity thus created. Such fears easily  cloud rational judgement, and lead to certain kinds of threat being given higher priority than they objectively warrant. Most threats in the international arena involve a host off complex factors which make their outcome and consequences uncertain.

In principle the striving for  world domination is no crime. Why are these theories then considered as ‘conspiracy theories’? The literature is full of the ‘fingerprints’ of such unlawful conspiracy activities, which legitimises the use of the term. Such activities are political assassinations (especially poisoning by sodium morphate), bribery and blackmail, drug and weapon smuggling, money laundering, control of financial institutions and markets, control of the media and political manipulation. Invariably the gaining of power goes hand in hand with exchanges of large sums of money, mostly via illegal means. Coercion or bribery of politicians, and other vices, which on many occasions, can be related to the work of major international crime  syndicates.

Finally, a  few thoughts on the perpetrators of these crimes. There is no coherence in the parties identified in the literature as the force behind the drive towards  world domination. Quite a number of organisations are contenders  for this dubious honour. Some names that appear frequently in this regard are the  following: International financiers and philanthropists (e.g. the tax free foundations in the US), Secret Societies (like the Masons, Illuminati, Round Table, Jesuits etc.), the CIA (probably as an agent of the US government), the Roman Catholic Church, the British Empire (probably through its agent MI6), the Mafia and the Russian government (probably through the KGB) . Though these parties are so diverse, it  presents no problem to the conspiracist. The fact that the mind of the conspiracist is so flexible, most of these ‘smaller’ conspiracies can easily be postulated as nested within  greater conspiracies - conspiracies  within conspiracies - all  within the grand plan for world domination.

5.  Conclusions 
The conclusions that can be drawn from this study are numerous, but only the most important ones  will be listed here.
5.1 Conspiracy theory is a subset of power politics that feeds upon the fears and insecurities of people, and this is apparently not a function of strong or weak statehood.
5.2 Conspiracy theory is a very old phenomenon  and as an indirect strategy  it has been used  for many ages.
5.3 Conspiracy Theory reveals the  fears that people have of being controlled by foreign powers, and especially in terms of a perceived  dictatorial world government.
5.4  Conspiracy theory is complex and difficult to understand. To comprehend the meaning of a piece of literature the vantage point of the  author must be well understood. The understanding and utilisation of conspiracy theories need considerable patience and skills in:
· Identifying the relevance of the theory (topical, national or international) to the current situation
· Understanding the context from which the author comes (From which “camp”?)
· Understanding the intention of the author
· Understanding the approach used by the author
· Identify the main characteristics of the conspiracy (Victims, conspirators, goals and the plot)
· Evaluating the facts for historical correctness and significance.
5.5  Conspiracy theories, especially the world domination theories, describe activities that threaten the concepts of sovereignty and state-nationhood. Should such conspiracies exist, they would constitute a serious threat to nations adhering to these values.
5.6 The conspirators in these theories are mostly perceived to be  ‘larger-than-life’.
5.7 Conspiracy Theories identify certain common ‘fingerprint’ activities that invariably forms part of the  conspiracy pattern.
5.8 Conspiracy Theories identify certain actors that allegedly may be driving forces or main exponents behind the world  domination movement.
5.9 Conspiracy Theory may be used as an instrument to influence people and  shape their thinking although it may not be an ethical thing to do.
5.10 Despite its curious nature, conspiracy theories, as an expression of people’s views about power politics, may on analysis yield information that may be useful in the field of national security.
5.11 Conspiracy theory - thinking is also prevalent in South Africa, especially amongst groups that are  feeling threatened by the current dynamics in the  national development.

This broad spectrum analysis of conspiracy theory as a philosophy, as well as the number of examples that were studied, yielded insight into the nature of, and approach to the understanding of the field. Only a few pertinent recommendations, relating to national security will be made.

6.  Recommendations.
6.1 Conspiracy theory may well have relevance in today’s world of national security. The stigma attached to the field should be removed and the theories should be subject to scrutiny as far as possible. It should be remembered that one of the ways to cover-up a conspiracy is to stigmatise or ridicule the opposition.
6.2 More attention should be devoted to specific conspiracy theories that may have an impact on the national security situation of  South Africa, albeit with enough healthy scepticism. A proper scan should be made of theories in the national- and international environment, and they should be analysed properly.
6.3 A background study should be made of the vision, mission and activities of international organisations like the United Nations, the Council for Foreign Relations, the Trilateral Commission, American Tax-free foundations, as well as the role of Non Governmental Organisations in South Africa, to determine from literature what the backgrounds of these organisations, that are claimed to be the hotbeds of the international conspiracy for world domination, are.
6.4 A specific study should be undertaken to determine the influence and activities of the following in South Africa. If found active in South Africa, their activities may link back to conspiracy networks on a global scale.
· The Mafia
· The CIA
· Money Laundering [54]
· International Drug Trafficking
· Weapon smuggling
· Secret Services.
6.5  Careful attention should be given to fault planes or -seams within the national fabric of South Africa, where tension may develop. These are areas that are vulnerable to be made unstable by the operation of conspiracies. The occurrence of ‘fingerprint’ activities in these areas may be indicators of conspiracies at work.
6.6  Although, according to the anti-conspiracists, these  theories are notoriously inaccurate for purposes of prediction, conspiracy theories can be utilised  to formulate hypotheses that could  continuously tested against world events, to be subsequently refined by the intelligence  community to yield a better understanding of national and international power dynamics.
6.7  Should the national security situation warrants it, use could be made of conspiracy theory as an offensive philosophy, putting the elements examined in this paper to good use.

It is hoped that this study will help to de-stigmatise  the field and to open it up for objective study, not only in the field of national security, but also as an expression of the human psyche under threat. The conspiracy view also places an interesting slant on world history, and may well lead to models that can yield good results for future scenario projections.

Appendix A : Definitions of the concepts of “Conspiracy” and  “Conspiracy Theory”

Funk & Wagnalls Practical Standard Dictionary defines a Conspiracy as:
· An agreement between two or more persons to do an evil act in concert; a plot; secret combination of men for an evil purpose.
· A combination of two or more persons to commit any act punishable by law.
· Any striking occurrence  of persons, classes, or agencies.

The Oxford Concise Dictionary defines it as  follows:
· A secret plan to commit a crime or do harm, often for political ends
· The act of conspiracy.

Webster’s  [2] definition:
The joining together in a secret agreement to do unlawful acts

Judge Irving Kaufman [3] includes the following elements in the definition:
· A  combination of two or more persons by concerted action, to accomplish a criminal and unlawful purpose,  or some purpose not in itself unlawful or criminal, by criminal or unlawful means…  
· The persons should not necessarily meet together and enter into an explicit or formal agreement for an unlawful scheme, or that they should directly, by words or in writing, state what the unlawful scheme was to be,  or how the plan was to be made effective
· Every one of the persons mentioned above becomes a member of the conspiracy, although his part therein be a subordinate one, or be  executed at a remote distance from the other conspirators.
· It is not necessary that all members of a conspiracy be on the same level, have the same motives or the same knowledge of all operations, plans, and goals of the conspiracy. There is almost always a hierarchy in conspiracies of any size.

Pipes [1] defines Conspiracy Theory as:
... the fear of a non-existent conspiracy. While conspiracies are real, the objects of  conspiracy theories are not.

Conspiracy Theory can also be seen as [4]:
...  more than just a belief in an occasional conspiracy. It is a belief system that asserts that world events are being controlled by a group of  ultra-powerful puppeteers behind the scenes.
 

Appendix B : Origin of Conspiracy Theories

A noted anti-conspiracist, Daniel Pipes, in his book [1] describes the origins of conspiracy theories. He holds the view that in its very furthest reaches, the conspiracy mentality can be traced back to the dualist religions of Iran or the mystery religions that swept the Roman Empire. Modern conspiracism is rooted in the Crusades and the anti-Semitic  fears that were fanned by these powerful events. Beginning in the late eleventh century, myths of Jewish deviltry began to spread. In the medieval imagination Jews  were poisoning wells, eating Christian babies, desecrating holy objects, cheating Gentile merchants, and otherwise plotting against Christendom. An idea began to emerge that Jews planned to kill all Christians and seize power. Later, public fears began to circle around a medieval order of banker-monks, the Knights-Templar, a group suppressed at the dawn of the  14th century. From these  two origins two main forms of conspiracism developed: anti-Semitism and the fear of Secret Societies. With the Enlightenment these developed  into two full-fledged theories. Anti-Semitism also increased dramatically in the 11th century because of  a change in the Western society when persecution became habitual. Deliberate and sanctioned violence  began to be directed through government, judicial- and social institutions, against groups of people defined by general characteristics such as race, religion or way of life.

Pipes also notes a sudden increase in conspiracism with the French revolution. Some historians blamed the Masonic societies for this revolution, as part of  a grand scheme to impose atheism and anarchy upon the world. These secret organisations were seen as  societies where men could meet without regard for nation or  creed. They were rigidly hierarchical, their members  ranked by degrees and their doctrines deliberately shrouded in mystery. They were rationalist, anticlerical , a home to freethinkers and liberals. But they also spread their  own mystical fog, employing occultist symbols and semi-religious rituals. Understandably such situations would be a hotbed for the development of conspiracy theories.


Appendix C : Guide to the  understanding of Conspiracy Theories

Conspiracy theory deals with secret things : Secret societies, and secret things that governments or their instruments do to further their mysterious goals. Some of these theories may be pure fantasy, but occasionally these parties may however really be involved in secret activities to the detriment of some other groups in society. If sophisticated enough (which they mostly are) they may introduce  counter strategies and deception strategies to camouflage their activities. Conspiracy literature therefore contains  conspiracy theories from people trying to “expose the threat”, but also deceptive conspiracy theories, counter-conspiracy theories, genuine refutations of a specific theory and ridicule of  theories  by conspiracists themselves as well as by genuine, objective analysts. The field is further littered by many far-fetched theories from conspiracists promoting a dizzying  array of theories about invasions by extraterrestrial creatures, UFO abductions, CIA assassination schemes, papal plots for world domination, Hitler clones in the Brazilian rain forest, etc. This makes any piece of  conspiracy literature difficult to understand.

To aid the understanding of a piece of literature its  intention and approach must be comprehended, as can be seen from the following  Johari- window. The context of the theory, as well as  the basic viewpoint of the author are fundamental to  the comprehension of a particular piece of conspiracy literature.

The application of this model will be explained  at the hand of two examples.
· The Von Maltiz US/SA conspiracy: [5] Von Maltiz proposed that the serious floods in the North Eastern Part of South Africa and Mozambique during February/March 2000 were deliberately engineered by “the Americans” by means of fantastic technologies in order to destroy the country for the final “take-over”. This piece of literature can be interpreted in the Pro-Direct Category as the honest perception of the author (which sadly it was), or  in the Against-Indirect Category, being obviously so far-fetched that it expects the readers to discard the theory as a joke.
· The International  Masonic Conspiracy [6]. This theory “reveals” an age old conspiracy of the Jewish people to rule the world.  This theory can be interpreted in various ways. Firstly it can be  viewed in the Pro-Direct way  describing the honest perception of the author that the Jewish People is party to a transgenerational conspiracy to rule the world.  Secondly it could be seen in the Against-Direct category, as an alternative theory implicating the Jewish People while there may have been another grouping striving for  world domination. Thirdly it could be understood in the Pro-Indirect role, where an attack is made on the opposite “camp”, and thus as an expression of Anti-Semitism. Finally it could be seen as a deceptive theory in the Anti-Indirect category used to cover up some other activities, or indeed, as some has postulated, a document to drum up support for Anti-Semitism which is needed to obscure the real world domination plot. The going  view about this  specific theory falls into this class -  holding that it was a fabrication of Nazi-Germany to attempt to  rationalise their WWII-crimes against the Jewish people.


Appendix D : Characteristics of Conspiracy Theories

1.  Characteristics of Conspiracy Theories:
From the viewpoint of some of its opponents [3,4,7 ] conspiracy theories have the following characteristics:

· There is a sense of divine mission struggling against unholy forces
· There is an undercurrent of fanaticism
· Reasoning is reductionistic, focused on a singular causative explanation  derived  from the doctrinal lens of the observer
· There may be religious hysteria
· Just as animists treats natural forces as conscious spirits , so conspiracy theorists treat social forces as conscious cabals. What conspirationalists fail to appreciate is the power of ideas
· The views are sometimes rhetoric without reason, and the ideology consists of absolutist beliefs rather than considered opinion. 
· Challenging of the  beliefs is seen as a form of attack. 
· There is an impatience that  do not want to persuade, but rather wants to silence opposition.
· Supporters mostly come  from the lower margins of the middle class. The instability of the middle socio-economic class is a classical condition for revolutionary movements throughout the history
·  Conspiracy theory forms a circular logic in which a mind becomes trapped and from it, it rarely finds it way out on its own
· Conspiracy theory projects fiction  onto real-life people, families, groups and organisations.
· It shifts blame. It is a sophisticated excuse machine. Resonating to Conspiracy Theories is an indication that a person is involved in a  world of delusion and paranoia.
· Issues that are often unclear, such as  motives and causes, are given quick solutions like in sitcoms. It is much simpler to propose that people who do bad things are purely evil as opposed to the alternative that they are just like you and me - a mixture of motives and fallibility.

2. The  Perceptions of Threat
Conservative conspiracists in the US  verbalise their perceived threats in the following manner [ 7 ]:
· The imminent invasion of the US by the UN to establish World Government 
· The restriction of possession of private  firearms (that should be resisted) 
· Collapse of economies  - especially local - which is blamed on globalization (which should be resisted)
· Increasingly regressive taxation structures by the government
· Lack of a  free press - seen to be controlled by pro-internationalist forces.
· Arrogance of regulation by the authorities - more and more control that impacts on the  freedom of the individual
·  Political, cultural and social marginilization of people - discrimination or reverse discrimination.
· Debasement of political process by self-interest of politicians
· Crime, Gangs and Civil disorder as an instrument of the destruction of society till the "modern world state" would become a reality
· War and international disorder as some of the instruments needed for the preparation of the world society for the world state. 
· Liberal education policies that destroy the conservative moral fibre of society in preparation for the  normless new society
· Non-lethal Weapons: Non-lethal weapons may be used to subdue people into subjection to the new world government.
· The conspiracy continues to systematically destroy existing social structures to create the formless ‘social magma' needed  for the future world state. 

Many of the abovementioned thinking patterns will also be found in South Africa, especially amongst sections of the population that feel threatened by the current dynamics in  the national development.


Appendix E : Word List

Anti-conspiracist : Person opposing Conspiracy Theory
A-albionic : Anti-Albionic - Anti British. Albion is  a very ancient name for England, Scotland and Wales. (On the  hypothesis about the current world conspiracy held by this group, see [16])
Anarchism: The theory that all forms of government are wrong and unnecessary - advocacy of anarchy and terrorism.
Bolshevism : The Marxist doctrines and policies of the Bolsheviks - members of the Communist Party of Russia.
Cabal : A number of people secretly initiated for some  private purpose
Cabala: The mystic theosophy of the Hebrews; Any secret occult or mystic system
Christian Patriots: A broad movement of the far right political spectrum in the US that advocates allegedly that only white “Christian” property-owing males should possess first-class citizenship.
Christian Right: Allegedly a powerful movement in the US committed to replace politics with theocracy. They oppose issues like progressive social programs, public education, civil liberties, reproductive choice, women’s equality.
Christian Identity: A US Bible-based but non-Christian sect, allegedly racist and believing that only Anglo-Saxons are true Christians and all other people are heathen.
Conspiracy: Agreement between two or more persons to do an evil act in concert.
Conspirator: Person taking part in a conspiracy
Conspiracy Theory: is a philosophical approach to the field of power politics that facilitates the development of  explanations to account for the observed or expected threatening behaviour, or  threatening effects of the actions of individuals or groups, apparently acting male fide
Conspiracist: Person supporting Conspiracy Theory
Club of Rome: A group of influential leaders that pioneered the field of futurist studies. Their epoch-making first work, ‘The Limits to Growth’ was of great importance.
Coefficients Club: An influential group of people that existed in the 1800s  and set themselves the goal to work for the  supremacy of the British Culture over the whole of the world.
Capitalism: An economic system in which private wealth, lawfully acquired by private enterprise, under free competition, lies under the control of the owners.
Classicism: Classic principled style.
Committee for Environmental Justice: A Right-wing grouping in the United States
Darwinism: The doctrine of natural selection as advanced by Charles Darwin.
Evolutionism: The doctrine that all forms of life originated by descent, with gradual or abrupt modifications, from pre-existing forms which themselves trace backward in a  continuing series to the most rudimentary organisms. 
Fabianism : A policy of avoiding direct engagements and using dilatory tactics therefor foiling the antagonist. Policy of delay. Fabian Society was an English Association of socialists formed in 1884, having as their object the achievement of socialism by easy stages.
Fascism :  Any Authoritarian, anti-democratic, anti-socialistic system of government in which economic control by the state, militaristic nationalism, propaganda, and crushing of opposition by means of secret police emphasise the supremacy of the state over the individual.
Illuminati: A select, secret deistic and republican society formed by Adam Weishaupt at Ingolstadt, Bavaria in 1776, aiming at emancipation from despotism.
Internationalism:  The doctrine that common interest, mutual understanding and friendly dependency among nations can be the foundation of world-wide equality, justice and peace.
Jacobinism: Unreasonable or violent opposition against the legitimate government. The Jacobins were a French revolutionary Society that incorporated the reign of Terror in 1793, and was disbanded in 1799. An extreme revolutionist.
Jesuits : members of the Society of Jesus, a Roman Catholic religious order founded in 1534 by Ignatius Loyola whose object was to support the faith in the struggle of the reformation and to propagate it among the heathen.
John Birch Society: A right-wing, conservative society in the United States
Ku Klux Klan :  Originally a secret society in the Southern US after the civil war aiming to prevent Negro ascendancy. Now a modern secret society founded in 1915 by white Protestants
Liberalism: The advocacy of liberty of thought, speech and action. Opposed to conservatism, but distinct to radicalism.
Libertarianism : A theory of government which holds that the state is subordinate to the individual. It may range from extreme anarchism to pure democracy.
Masons: Members of the Order of Freemasonry : An extensive secret order or fraternity, dating from the middle ages, the members denoting themselves Free and Accepted Masons.
Marxism : The political, economic and social doctrines of Karl Marx the German Socialist, revolutionary leader and  writer, author of Das Kapital (1818-1883)
Protocols: A notorious document, possibly but fiercely contested, the  original written record of the conspiracy by which the Illuminati intend to use internationalists of all kinds to further their secret ambitions to form a world dictatorship. (See Appendix F)
Radicalism : The state of being radical; Advocacy of thoroughgoing or extreme measures.
Materialism : The doctrine that facts of experience are all to be explained by reference to reality, activities and laws of physical or material substance.
Nihilism :  The doctrine that nothing exists or can be known. The rejection of religions and moral creeds. A political doctrine holding that the existing structure of a society should be destroyed. A movement in Russia in the 19th century advocating the overthrow of the social order and many revolutionary reforms, resulting in violence and terrorism.
Nietzscheism: The doctrine of the development of the superhuman.
States Right: A right-wing movement in the United States
Wise Use Property Rights Movement: A right-wing business lobby group in the US. They allegedly advocate that property owners should be considered a higher class of citizens. They are an important cohesive voting block on the right. They are also allegedly the environmental arm of Reverend Sun Myong Moon’s American Freedom Coalition
Unification Church : Religious cult of Rev Sun Myong Moon. Has characteristics of anti-Semitism and has alliances with international  fascist groups, particularly in Japan.
White Separatists: A right-wing philosophy finding expression in various groupings in the United States - proclaiming the right to self-determination for the white races of the world.




Appendix F : Pointers to World Domination from Conspiracy Literature.

1.  Introduction:
One of the notable, but  notorious  and fiercely contested  documents in conspiracy literature, the Protocols of the learned Elders of Zion [6], outlines the transition and conduct of so-called world dominance. This document, probably written towards the end of the 19th century, is very complex to read, but documents some very interesting principles relating to conduct of power. A summary of these will be discussed here. The interpretation of this document  is therefore not straightforward.( See Par 2.3 The understanding of Conspiracy Theories)

2.  Basic Philosophy:
The document has a clear basic social anthropology that is evident in many parts of the document. There are two distinct groups of people in the world. One group is the Jewish race that is destined to rule the world, and which is placed in a favourable position to come to this position, inter alia by the fact of the Diaspora. The other group is the common people. As a ‘mob’ this people forms a blind force that is savage, senseless and unreasoning, and must be controlled, otherwise  civilisation cannot exist. Rights for the  common people is only a concept and cannot  be realised in practice. So is freedom. Freedom is just a concept and not a fact. The common people cannot handle  freedom, since after a time freedom is turned into a disorganised mob. The concept of equality is unworkable since nature shows that there is no equality. The concept of freedom can be used to crush authority, since the concept of  freedom let people fight against anything.  It is especially efficient where the system is “infected” with liberalism. Freedom is defined as freedom to do that which the law allows, and therefore he that controls the laws, controls freedom. Politics and morals are not compatible, and great virtues could be used to bring rulers down. The concept of “right” means nothing - right lies in force, and therefore government must be established by force, and not by  discussions. Humanity must be forced towards submission for the sake of ultimate good - evil  may be used to produce good ends. The common people of the world should therefore be relieved from the despotism under  which they live, through a transition process (the Constitutionalist State or Liberal Republic), and thereafter brought under the control of a world dictator. In the process the poison of liberalism will be injected into the state so that it will die. The chaotic licence of liberalism will be used to annihilate the institutions of the people.

3. Tactics for use before the Transition  
It is of prime importance that the power bringing about the transition should remain invisible, since such a force cannot be overthrown. The transition will be conducted on various levels, in which force, bribery, deceit and treachery may play an important part.

The current system of government should be made ineffective by measures  as the following : Establish fear and distrust between rulers and the people; Create a lack of balance in the Constitution that will lead to endless arguments; Promote the misuse of power in government and create many forces of opposition to one another; Ensure that parliaments  develop into inefficient administrative  boards and oratorical contests, and support orators of  different parties to bewilder all  through the many contradicting opinions.  The ruler must be replaced by a weakling, a president taken from the  common people with some dark undiscovered stain in his past so that he will remain submissive for fear of  exposure. He must have the right to summon  and dismiss parliament and prolong the time to appoint a new parliament.  He  must be the chief of the army, and must have the constitutional right to commit them for the defence of the republic. He shall interpret laws, annul them and propose temporary laws. The people’s relations with the government should be troubled  so that humanity can be exhausted by dissension, hatred, struggle, torture and starvation. Distract rulers  from their work of ruling by many other  trivial activities so that they have to rely on consultants for ruling matters.

People should be  divided against  one another by  race and religious hatred. Anti-Semitism may be needed as a philosophy to be able to control some people. Promote the greedy need  for luxury that will swallow up everything.  Wages should be raised, but prices even more. The worker should be made weak and impoverished, since the need for their daily bread  will keep them in subjection - hunger  creates the right for capital to rule. People should be deprived  from their possession of land by increased taxation. The attention of the people should be distracted by means of amusements, games, pastimes, passions, people’s palaces as well as competitions in art and sport.  Their minds should be directed towards industry and trade and they will be swallowed by the pursuit of gain. Societies should be made cold and heartless so that they will have a  strong aversion towards higher politics and religion. Pornography, alcoholism and  licentiousness should be propagated. Destroy amongst the people the importance of the family and its educational value. Inoculate the people with diseases. Recruit one-third of the people to be informers as volunteer workers of the state, so that nobody can be trusted. If a conspiracy develops amongst the people let it develop under the leadership of one of the informers till they commit an overt act. Promote disorders in society  through good speakers who will draw sympathisers to them, that could then be arrested. Stifle  genius initiative amongst the common people or guide it to some innocent field. The public mind should be debilitated by criticism, and lead away from serious reflections that can raise resistance. Distract the forces of the mind towards empty things. The aristocracy of a people and their privileges should be destroyed. Industry should be used  to drain capital and labour off the land, and by means of speculation transfer them to the hands of the controllers and so all the people will be thrown amongst the ranks of the proletariat. 

Internationally wars, uprisings and terrorism should be organised to  keep all countries in check. Opposition should be dealt with - even by war. More or less the same type of  government structures should be created in each country in terms of  representation, ministry, senate, state council, legislative- and executive corps. The functions of the state will be divided into legislative, administrative and executive functions, and all nations will participate in the setting up of  the new structures, but under the umbrella of irresistible power, which will promise to destroy the cause of  all sufferings, namely nationalities, frontiers and differences of coinages. The super Government should be portrayed as the great Protector and Benefactor. The state forces of the world should be gradually absorbed.  Everybody would be given the vote, so that universal voting will bring the new government into power.


4.  The Transition Process and thereafter:
The  transition will be precipitated by an orchestrated international financial crisis that will throw all the workers upon the streets and the mobs will be used to wipe out all authority. Central government should then be instituted in order to grip all forces of the community, since it is the only way to govern an amoral society. The people will be disarmed and all their privileges gradually withdrawn, with the promise of restoring them later as soon as peace is restored.  Luxury should be reduced to bring back humility. After the transition, the freedom of the press, the right of association, freedom of  conscience and the voting principle will be removed from society or  will be transformed drastically . Drunkenness will be prohibited.  Since  unemployment is dangerous to a government, small businesses, which connects a person with the existing order will be encouraged.  The following principles should only vaguely be discussed to leave room for manoeuvring: Division of authority, Freedom of speech, Freedom of the Press, Freedom of religion, Law of association, Inviolability of property , Freedom of  dwelling and taxation. After the institution of the new rule, new orders, and laws that are  very simple, will be announced and adhered to, since any change may be seen as a sign of weakness. The new ruler will purge out all the people of old parties and Liberalism will be rooted out from all strategic posts in government.

5.  The role of the Media
Literature and journalism are two of the most important educative forces and will be used to generate and inflame all the passions that are needed. The Press is a force that drives the movement of thoughts of nations and the press should be used to instil confidence in certain destructive theories, that have a disintegrating effect on people (Darwinism, Nietzscheism, Marxism). Deflect the thinking processes of the masses by means of  cleverly manipulated theories. The public mind should be tranquillised on political questions and to do this, truth, lies, facts and  contradictions will be published. The press will also be used to distract the thoughts of people to new  questions when convenient, and people will be allowed to take part in discussions without having knowledge about the subject. To distract people who may be troublesome in politics, questions relating to industry will be posed, and they will be allowed to discuss this as long as they wish. While the errors of the previous government will be proclaimed in the gravest terms, the press will not be allowed to expose the shortcomings of the new government.

In the light of the above the government should be the owner of the majority of journals. Journals of opposite opinions will be created to  facilitate the exposing of unsuspecting opponents. Such staged attacks on the government will give the impression of freedom of speech, but these will be countered in other government controlled journals. For reasons as these,  3 levels of journals will be established: Official journals (for the expressing of official viewpoints), semi-official journals ( to attract the tepid and the indifferent) and opposition journals ( The opposition will accept the simulated opposition papers as their own and  show their cards) Newspapers will be representative of all walks of life and they will pick up any movement  anywhere in society. Superficial debates will be conducted in the press  and those will give the government the opportunity to convey their ideas to the  people when it is not convenient to do so by official means. Journalists must have some dubious background which will make them controllable. The press and the printing industry will be tightly controlled and fines will be inflicted without mercy. The ability of ordinary people to print books should be suppressed.

6. The Role of Education:
Since people are guided by ideas , these  should be implanted in them by education. Education, which is the cornerstone of a free existence should be controlled. The youth should be corrupted by rearing them in principles and theories that are known to be false. All kind of disturbing subjects that break up order should be brought into education, but removed after the transition. After the transition the youth should be made obedient children of authority. All forms of freedom of instruction should be abolished.  Freedom of thought will be bridled by the establishment of the system of teaching by object lessons since it changes people into unthinking submission, waiting for things to be presented to them to start thinking about them.  The study of Classicism should be replaced  with future studies and subjects taught at school should be : the study of practical life, the obligations of the order, the relations of people towards one another and the avoiding of bad and selfish examples. These will be drawn up  in a separate plan for each calling in life, in no wise generalising the teaching. People should specifically be educated for the type of work that they will be going to do, and men will be accordingly divided into classes and conditions. Each state of life must be trained within strict limits corresponding to its destination and work in life.

7.  The Role of the Law and legal Profession:
The execution of the law (before the transition) should be undermined by various interpretations of the law. Training should make legal people cold, cruel, persistent and unprincipled. Advocates and judges will be deprived of the right of  communication with litigants and will receive business only from the court and study it from notes from reports and documents. They will receive a honorarium without regard to the quality of their defence.

8.  The Role of religion:
At first freedom of religion should be declared everywhere.  Later all forms of belief should be swept away, with atheism as a transitional stage. During the transition the priesthood should be discredited, and the shortcomings of religions should be discussed openly. The youth should be educated in new traditional religions and in the meantime churches  should be  fought by criticism that is meant to produce schism. People can be controlled through the church. The  destruction of the Papacy should be organised, and then there will be intervention on their behalf to save it, but in the meantime infiltrating it for the final destruction.

9.  The Economic Environment:
Loans will be used as a means to enslave states. External loans take the money out of the hands of the country into external hands. The concept of state loans will be used to gather the money of the people, and by trickery run into debt that will swallow up the capital. The engine that drives the state is gold, and therefore the gold should be controlled. Capital should be used to establish a monopoly in industry and trade. Concentration of the industry into the hands of the capitalists  from the hands of the small masters  drain away from them the people’s life-blood. Huge monopolies  will be established to control the money, and these  monopolies will go down with the credit of the state on the day  after the political smash. An economical crisis will be started by the withdrawal of money from circulation. All money markets will be destroyed and  fluctuations of  currency values will not be allowed. Money markets will be replaced with government credit institutions.

Appendix G : Concise Compendium of Conspiracies studied.

1.  Introduction: For purposes of this study a considerable number of conspiracies were studied, and are summarised here for the benefit of the reader.  Most of the information has been sourced from the Internet. The Institute for Security Studies in the US view the topic to be important enough to make reference to it on their extensive links page. An exhaustive home-page on Conspiracies exists [41].
2.  Classification:  For ease of reference these conspiracies have been classified as described in the text of the paper to facilitate direct comparison with the tables in  paragraph 3.
3.   Summaries of Conspiracy theories:
3.1  Topical Conspiracies:
3.1.1 The Cancer Conspiracy: [8]
Allegations are being made in this theory that the US National Cancer program is  deliberately ineffective and hamstrung. A 1953 Senate investigation reported on a conspiracy that existed to suppress effective cancer treatments. Apparently the Senator  leading the investigation died prematurely. In 1964 the Food and Drug administration stopped alternative cancer medicine that cured many people. In the 60s  two doctors injected 22 unknowing patients with living cancer cells. While they were only on probation, the whistleblower was dismissed. The American Medical Association and the American Cancer Society have co-ordinated lists of  innovative cancer researchers who are to be ostracised. There is a 50 year history of corruption, incompetence and organised suppression of cancer therapies that actually work
3.1.2 The Aids Conspiracy: [9-13]
The conspiracy holds that the disease was  specifically engineered to destroy the undesirable elements of society (Black, Hispanic and homosexual populations). The idea  came from a study  of the Club of Rome that indicated that the systems of the world would collapse by the year 2000 unless the population growth is curtailed. The development took place in 1970 at Fort Derrick, Maryland, with funding from the US Congress in 1969. In 1972 the Bulletin of the World Health Organisation acknowledges the existence of a virus that can only be described as the Aids virus. The homosexual population was infected in 1987-1981 in hepatitis-B experiments conducted by the New York City Blood Centre. The Surgeon General in 1981, Everett Koop desperately wanted to inform the public about the virus in 1981, but was not allowed to. The African population was infected via World Health Organisation small-pox vaccine programs in Central Africa, at about the same time. Dr Robert Strecker MD did a study  for the Health Maintenance Organisation in 1983, and his research indicated that the virus was  deliberately  created and deployed. He has  been denied every opportunity to make the results of his study public.
3.1.3 The Conspiracy to erect an Electronic Iron Curtain: [14]
The advent of the Internet, that was a powerful people-to-people  information exchange medium, shattered  information control, which meant that  information could no longer be filtered by interested “middle men”. The ideas of men are shaped by what they are told. The CIA in Virginia  started working on methods  how to control the net by means of a system that will act as a strainer of unwanted electronic information flow.
3.1.4 The Chupacabras Phenomenon: [15]
Since 1994 the Island of Puerto Rico has been the site of a wave of UFO sightings, as well as  apparitions of strange  creatures that kills livestock by sucking out its blood. These creatures have the body of a bipedal, erect dinosaur, with no tail. There may be a link between these creatures and UFOs or else they are the product of sophisticated  genetic manipulations. Both the Puerto Rican- and US government  were found to cover up these  sightings by either  forwarding alternative theories or ridiculing investigators into the matter.
3.1.5 The Roman Catholic - Apparitions of the Virgin Conspiracy: [19]
It is alleged that the apparitions of the Virgin Mary of which over 300 appearances  had been claimed since Fatima in 1917,  is a Roman Catholic Conspiracy whereby  world-wide  rule of the Roman Catholic Church would be established. Superstitious people are being influenced by these supernatural events, brought about by powerful sorcery, to submit themselves to Mary, which  would be more or less amounts to slavery to the church.


3.1.6 The Anti-Semitism Conspiracy: [20]
A body of knowledge exists that challenges some of the facts, and in particular the scope of the Jewish Massacres during WWII in Germany. Many proponents of this view have tried to advance this point but were persecuted or sentenced for ‘denying crimes against humanity’ Such incidents  from Germany, France and Canada had been reported. In Germany and France Zionism is propagating imprisonment for academics that do not agree with the established notions about  WWII. The renegade Chief Rabbi of the Satmar, Joel Teitelbaum, claimed that the Zionist movement has a vested interest in provoking anti-Semitism. 
3.1.7.1 The White Separatist Conspiracy: [21]
The group wants white people to control their own destiny in their own territory. They hold that over the centuries there was international treason of a segment of the white ruling class, that it had become dynastic, and had been institutionalised within Freemasonry. Zionism is not the sole domain of Jews but some Aryan Zionists are also involved to “correct” the universe. According to them the white Christian is increasingly being marginilized and victimised and scandalised  in representing an intact white ethnic culture. They believe that separation of the different peoples were divinely ordained to prevent wars and secure the peace.
3.1.7.2 The Ku Klux Klan:
The Knights of the Ku Klux Klan were organised on Christmas eve 1865 in Pulaki Tennessee as a secret underground guerrilla army to overthrow the Federal Occupiers of the Southland. They were led by Confederate General Bedford Forrest, who permanently disbanded the group in 1869. In the 20th century the Klan was revived under Masonic auspices by Col Simmons in an occult ceremony on Jekyll Island. This organisation was a union busting, anti-Catholic organisation.  Today the organisation is a component of the B’nai B’rith organisation and Hollywood. They are pawns of their alleged enemies and act out a pre-determined role in a pre-determined script.

3.2 National Conspiracies:
3.2.1.1 The Committee for Environmental Justice: [7]
A middle class group functioning on the far right of the political spectrum of the USA. Prevalent amongst them is the  UN Invasion conspiracy theory, in which the sovereignty of the US is being threatened by an invasion of the UN. Some of the grievances are aspects like : The collapse of economies (local), Taxation structures; Lack of a free press; Arrogance of regulations; Increasing political, cultural and social marginilization of individuals in favour of  chartered institutions; The debasement of the political process by self-interest; The Power of  concentrated wealth. The group has good relations with other like-minded groups e.g. The Wise Use group, the Christian Patriots and the Christian White Supremacists. Their opponents see this group as fanatical and the typical breeding ground for revolution.
3.2.1.2 The Anti-democratic Movement in America: [22]
This grouping, so named by their opposition, of Right-wing organisations in the USA forms  a strong pressure group for the preservation of conservative values. The following organisations or ideologies are included in the movement , overlap one another and  have contact with right-wing militia groups:
· Post Millennial theology : Their viewpoint is that a Christian Kingdom must be established on earth before Christ will return
· States Right Movement: Attempts to undo social, political and economic gains of minorities.
· Radicalised Gun rights Movements: Claims the ‘Constitutional right’ to keep and bear arms
· The Wise Use Property Rights Movement : Holds the view that property owners are entitled to be reckoned as a higher class of citizen. It is a right wing business lobby. It creates and uses local ‘property rights’ groups as political fronts. This movement was formed as the environmental arm of Rev Sun Myong Moon’s American Freedom Coalition, and it was Moon’s attempt to establish political hegemony over the religious right.
· The violent anti-abortion underground: Were involved in bombings, arson attacks, harassment, intimidation and physical assault to the abortion environment.
· The Fully Informed Jury Association: Promotes  a “right” of jurors to “nullify” certain laws by acquitting people even though the facts of the case would justify conviction where they deem laws to be unfair. The "doctrine of nullification" is a sub-unit of government unilaterally declare a law passed by a supreme authority null and  void. The nullification concept underlies the attempts of the anti-democratic right to deny, challenge and  subvert the authority of the Federal 
· The Right-wing Tax Resistance  movement
· Christian Identity Group : believes that only Anglo-Saxons (Aryans) are true Christians. They are anti-Semitic
· Christian Patriots: Is a broad movement on the far right. A racist organisation where only white property owning males can possess first class citizenship. They often refer to the Illuminati, International Bankers and the New World Order. Many of them deny the holocaust .
· Christian Right : Is a loose alliance of politicised religious groups with a reactionary agenda. It is separate and distinct from the Patriot Movement Their main issues are Opposition to progressive social programs, Public education, civil liberties, reproductive choice and women'’ equality
3.2.2.1 The Communistic Conspiracy within the USA: [3]
Documents released from Soviet archives in 1995 proves that the Communist Party of the USA operated a clandestine apparatus in the US to penetrate the Manhattan project. This party was heavily subsidised by Moscow.  Ethyl and Julius Rosenberg were Soviet spies that were tried in the USA by Judge Irving Kaufman for spying on the nuclear field
3.2.2.2 The New York-Washington Conspiracy: [3]
It seems that the advances made by Communism and socialism had not only to do with policies from Moscow, but also from those in Washington. It was the vast  transfusion of Western technology and money from America that on various occasions saved Communism  from collapse. American officials on many occasions appointed communists or sympathisers to sensitive positions, and many American bankers and  industrialists arranged loans and financial aid to the Kremlin. Many Americans were alarmed about the role played by large tax-exempt foundations played in providing funds to individuals and organisations identified with communism and socialism. A former member of the National Committee of the US Communist Party once remarked: I think the Communist Conspiracy is merely a branch of a much bigger Conspiracy.
3.2.3 Mafia in the US: [3]
In 1957 the New York State Police discovered a meeting of 61 top Mafia officials in  New York. The Mafiosi called their syndicate in the US Cosa Nostra (Our Thing). The Mafia is a massive transcontinental, transgenerational, selfperpetuating , criminal conspiracy that has operated in the US  since the turn of the 20th century, and in Italy and Sicily a ¾ century before that. There was a symbiotic relationship between the Mafia and the US Communist Party since 1924. It was revealed that the Kremlin in the 1950s decided to more thoroughly penetrate organised  crime in all countries. The result is that the Communist Conspiracy and the Mafia  working hand in hand has had  tremendous power.
3.2.4 The Conspiracy of Caesarism: [26]
This  popular conspiracy theory holds the view that the virtues of the Republic, namely limits on power, rule of law and various  checks and balances, should be degraded to have  unlimited rule or ‘Caesarism’. There are apparently many remarkable parallels between the situation of the US and that of Imperial Rome. The position of the President lends itself to Caesarism , and functioned as such  during crisis periods, but  always  returned to Congressional bickering after the crisis has passed. They hold that the Masonic conspiracy modelled America’s political system according to the Roman model, since they knew that it would be compatible with the future world imperial role foreseen for the US. The Presidency was  fashioned so that it would be  as “Imperial” as required, but could always be checked by the “money powers” through Congress and the Supreme Court.
3.2.5.1  The CIA-Cocaine/ Crack Conspiracy: [27]
This theory has it that the CIA is heavily involved in  smuggling drugs  for arms to Columbia, Honduras, Costa Rica and the Golden Triangle. Apparently the CIA have erected the necessary infrastructure and organisational structures  within these countries to do the trade, as well as the access to airports where the cargo of their planes are not inspected by customs.  There is a clear correlation between the volume of the drug trade and the intensity of the war in the mentioned areas.
3.2.6 The Gemstone file - Conspiracy (1975) [28]
This is a complex, comprehensive and integrated conspiracy theory about events in the United States since the 1930s.  It begins with Onassis, a Greek drug pusher, who had interests in the golden triangle who made several illegal deals with Joseph Kennedy and Franklin Roosevelt. He also signed an oil cartel agreement with Rockefeller and the Seven Sisters (Major oil companies) World war II was very profitable for all the parties mentioned by selling oil, arms and drugs to both sides of the war. Hughes, a Texas millionaire , was obtaining considerable influence in US politics through the bribing of Congressmen, but this was acquired by Onassis by kidnapping Hughes, and establishing control over the US Mafia. With Onassis’s  and Mafia support JF Kennedy won the election as President and many Mafia candidates were placed into influential positions. After the death of Joseph Kennedy , JF Kennedy and Bobby Kennedy started interfering with Mafia drug operations, and JF Kennedy was  assassinated after careful planning by the Mafia. Onassis restored control over Lyndon Johnson, and in Mafia tradition, married Jackie Kennedy. Mary Jo Kopechne and Bobby Kennedy were also  assassinated in the cover-up of the JFK assassination. Discovery of certain fake ‘Pentagon Papers’ in 1971 indicates that the Vietnam War was fought on behalf of Onassis’s drug interests in the golden triangle. The Watergate scandal , carefully orchestrated, caused Nixon to lose the presidency and Ford to become president. At the death of Onassis the Mafia Organisation regrouped itself.
3.2.7 The Decrespany - Blue Gull Conspiracy: [29]
After the 1964 station bomb in South Africa, Harris was arrested and before he was hanged he confessed that he co-operated in bringing arms into the country of  which a huge cache was  found on the slopes of Table Mountain, too huge have been brought in by hand.  Harris had mentioned that the weapons came in by means of a ship, the Blue Gull, belonging to a family in Wales, the Descrespanies. The investigation was inconclusive and the docket was closed in 1968. In 1964 Beyers Naude got a grant from the US/UK to produce a study about the transformation of South Africa, and the SPROCAS organisation was established, which published its report in 1968. Dennis Worrall , one of the subcommittee chairmen was subsequently appointed ambassador to Australia, and thereafter to the UK, where he recruited knowledgeable people  for the Atomic Energy Corporation, Armscor, as well as Professor William Decrespany for the University of Cape Town. Descrespany got citizenship to the country after a short while and was appointed to the President’s council, and thereafter on the political committee (of  which he became the chairman) that  drafted the constitution that was voted on in 1983.  His name, published in the papers, attracted the attention of a NIS official who started investigating the original case, finding that Decrespany was involved  in the Blue Gull affair. When he was confronted with the facts he left the country on short notice. This leaves the suspicion that there  possibly could have been  MI6 involvement in the political affairs of South Africa during these years. 
3.2.8 The Third Force:[39,40,49-53]
During the run-up for the democratic elections in South Africa in 1994, high levels of violence, with political undertones, were perpetrated. Since much of this was so-called black-on-black violence (e.g. the train massacres) , the instigators of these acts, as well as their specific motives were not clear. Some analysts view them to be elements from the SADF, particularly MI, that trained such a force for destabilising opposition politics. Other analysts blamed the South African Police, or the Special Forces complement of the SADF. On the other hand some viewed it to be the work of units of MK or other liberalisation armies that were not assimilated into the new Defence force, or members remaining from the various Self Defence Units. The Truth and Reconciliation Commission could not explicitly identify such a  force.
3.2.9 The US-SA Flood Conspiracy of February/March 2000: [5]
 According to Die Beeld in March 2000, Eddie von Maltiz , well-known in rightist circles, reported that the Americans did, by means of fantastic technology caused the epic floods in Mozambique during February/March 2000 in an evil plot to force South Africa to its knees. They allegedly want to take over the country. They allegedly use lasers and electromagnetic rays and a magnetic wall to deliberately cause these floods. When the Americans can control South Africa, then they can control the world, because the country possesses all 40 minerals that is needed for  space-warfare. While planes are being used to burn clouds away and dry the country out, in recent times rain weather was stopped against a magnetic wall at the north of the country. This confined the weather in a type of pressure cooker that caused a violent outbreak. The Americans can control air- and seacurrents. They can make wind and decide where  it should rain and where not. It is a war of weather to bring SA on to its knees, and consequently take over the country.
3.2.10 The Rhodes - Milner- Jameson Conspiracy: [33,47,48]
Cecil Rhodes  succeeded in monopolising the diamond and goldfields in South Africa as De Beers Consolidated and Consolidated Gold fields. In 1891 Rhodes and others  organised a secret society which consisted of  an inner circle of associates and an outer circle of helpers, that was later organised as the Round Table Organisation. These semi-secret groups were organised throughout the chief British Dependencies. The political control of the Transvaal Republic by the Boers, while all financial control was in the hands of industrialists, created an untenable situation, and Rhodes made plans to overthrow Paul Kruger’s government. He organised an uprising in Johannesburg, led by his brother , Frank Rhodes, that would be followed by an invasion of the Transvaal by Jameson from Bechuanaland and Rhodesia. Although the revolt fizzled out, the Jameson raid took place but was  easily contained by the Boers. After about two years of relatively quiet, a brilliant young student of  Cambridge and  vigorous supporter of Rhodes, Jan Smuts, came to Transvaal and by his violent anti-British agitation, became the State Secretary of Transvaal and the Chief Political Adviser of President Kruger. Smuts drew up an ultimatum insisting that  threatening troop movements should cease, which was  rejected by Milner, and directly led to the Boer War of 1899-1902. As is well known Smuts played an important part in the politics of the Union of South Africa, till the National Party came into power in 1948.
3.2.11 The Cult of Thugee: [3]
This was a vile and dangerous cult that operated as a secret society in India which combined robbery with religious devotion that involved  ritual murder and sacrifice to the goddess Kali. This transgenerational conspiracy  dates back as far as the 12th century but thrived  during the 17th - 19th centuries. It took an  all-out “war” of the British to deliver India from this organisation by 1830.
3.2.12 The Order of The Assassins: [3]
The order was founded in Persia by Hasan Saba in 1090, and soon spread through Asia and the Middle East. While professing to adhere to orthodox Islam, and maintained an outward facade of piety, they perfected the use of murder, deception , corruption, and subversion to achieve their ends.

3.3 International Conspiracies:
3.3.1.1 The Coefficients Club: [17]
A club of influential people during the early 1900s with the purpose of charting the future of the British Empire. Their main focus was to determine the best strategy to defend and expand the liberal British empire. Although they seemed to be the enemy of the British Oligarchy, they were actually one of its most prized instruments for world rule. They  saw big business and multinational corporations as  forerunners of a World socialist state. They believed that the systematic destruction of existing social structures would create the social magma needed  for the future world state.
3.3.1.2 The Anglophile Conspiracy: [16]
This theory holds that the British Crown as far back as the 1400s moved  towards world domination. In later ages the Crown was in strong competition with the Vatican in this field and succeeded in purging  Masonry from pro-Vatican elements, in preparation of turning Masonry into Britain’s premier intelligence service, which led to the Vatican repudiating its  previously loyal underground intelligence network.
3.3.2 The Masonic World Government Conspiracy: [6]
This  conspiracy is best described in a notorious document which is said to have been published in the early 1900s but is alleged to be a  forgery, connected to Hitler , called the Protocols of the Learned Elders of Zion. This document consists of 24 Protocols that seem to be an address to an initiated  group, describing in much detail the methodologies of obtaining world dominion by the Jewish race, being a superior race, destined to rule the  world. The document describes how a monarchy should be moved  via a liberal democracy to the position where world government can be instituted. The fundamental driving force in this process is “the blind force of the mob”  which must be divorced from its loyalty towards the king, and thereafter  through  political-, economic-, educational means,  and the deliberate action of the media guided to a position of desperation, which will lead to the universal acceptance of  a global ruler.
3.3.3 The Bavarian Illuminati Conspiracy: [35]
This organisation was established in May 1776 by Adam Weishaupt, who was a Professor of Canon Law at the University of Ingolstadt with the idea of furthering mutual helpfulness, counsel and  philosophic discussions to increase morality and virtue. Other documents, dated 1796 and 1798 however, alleges that their ultimate goal was the destruction of all religious and political institutions, all forms of religious faith and all governments. They were devoted to a campaign of world-wide revolution to destroy the existing order and bring about a new world order. Allegedly the French Revolution of 1789 was the result of their  first experiment in subversive destruction.  Weishaupt  was supported by the influential Baron von Knigge who left the organisation in 1784. The Order opposed the Jesuits  and as a result became very unpopular with the Roman Catholic Church. The organisation was  expelled  from Bavaria by edict in 1784. In the organisation they employed the methods of the Jesuits, for the order seemed to consist of a system of spies and  counter-spies, and only the best could advance. Although Weishaupt became a Mason in 1777, the affairs of the two organisations were not interrelated. For more than 200 years history is silent about this organisation but in the 70s Robert Shea and Anton Wilson restarted popular speculation about the continued influence of the organisation.
3.3.4 The Opal File : A Secret History of Australia and new Zealand: [37]
This is a complex theory that starts with the discovery of rich oil deposits in the Great South Basin south of New Zealand, and the awarding of sole drilling rights to American interests, followed by a subsequent monopolising of the oil production by the Seven Sisters (Major American Oil Companies). Hereafter a network of banking concerns were opened in Australia and New Zealand to launder money for the Onassis heroin operations in the golden triangle, funnel CIA funds into the area and other  reasons. Chains of other companies were also opened  inter alia  to support the Seven Sisters’ controlled - car culture, monopolise the food industry and media  in the region, and introduce the Mafia to the region. With various of the Australian and New Zealand politicians on their payroll the intention of the international financiers had the intention to integrate the region into the Pacific Rim economy as a part of the wider monopolisation  of the world’s resources, production facilities, labour technology, markets, transport and finance. In these activities, the Trilateral Commission, as well as the Round Table Organisation played a part.
3.3.5 Iraqgate : The US/Iraq - Conspiracy: [42,43]
During the war between Iran and Iraq in the early 80’s American appreciation was that Iraq was the lesser of the two evils and it could not be  afforded that Iraq should lose the war. Secret efforts  were taken, financed through an Italian bank, to support Iraq. A Florida based company  supplied cyanide to Iraq that found its ways into chemical weapons. In  the Spring of 1982, Iraq was on the brink of losing the war, and Iran discovered a gap in the Iraq defences, which was  also discovered by US satellites. The US intervened by warning Iraq, and  by giving strategic operational assistance.
3.3.6 The Iran-Contra Conspiracy: [44]
Early in the  1980s the CIA was involved in the  instabilities in El Salvador and Nicaragua, and  had the overthrow of the Nicaraguan government on the agenda via the  contra-rebels. During the second half of the 80s an unauthorised shipment of missiles to Iran through Israel  was  approved by the US President in violation of the Arms Control Act, and this had to be  covered up. The residuals of the arms sale to Iran was used as a sort of diversion in this process.
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
